e Foundations: AET 304 and AET 310 plus nine semester hours of lower-division AET courses
o The CAET Academic Advisory Council concluded that AET 304 Foundations of AET and
AET 310 Foundations of Creative Coding were essential to the major. All the other
foundational courses will be advised depending on student interest rather than DEGREE
requirements.
e Removal of AET 307
o AET 307 content will be taught in AET 102 Colloquium II rather than a three-hour course.
